Colour temperature
adjusts the white balance of the image by varying the levels of red,
blue, and green. This is recommended for advanced users only.

RED: When colour temperature is set to USER, use the <« P arow buttons
to adjust the red level in the picture.

GREEN: When colour temperature is set to USER, use the 4 P arow buttons
to adjust the green level in the picture.

BLUE: When colour temperature is set to USER, use the 4 P arow buttons
to adjust the blue level in the picture.

ASPECT RATIO: Use the 4 P arrow buttons to change the screen Aspect Ratio. This
setting is best left to AUTO. Aspect ratio may also be adjusted without
entering the menu by pressing the ZOOM button on the remote during
normal viewing mode.

NOISE REDUCTION: Use the 4 P arow buttons to adjust the level of digital noise
reduction. Noise in this instance refers to a phenomenon in digital
image signals and is not related to the audio of the television.

SCREEN: Only available in PC-RGB input mode. Press P o open the SCREEN
submenu.

Problem

Possible Solution

No sound or picture

Check the main plug has been connected to a
wall outlet and the power is on.

Check that the power switch on the back of the
unit is turned on.

Press the power button on the side of the unit.

Normal picture but no sound

Check volume
Press the mute button
Try another channel if using TV

Check the audio cables if using external source

Remote control does not
work

Check that there is no object causing obstruction
between the remote and the TV

Check that the batteries are installed correctly
and that they are no drained

Check for sources of possible interference such as
other infrared devices or direct sunlight shining on
the remote receiver on the TV
